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 “We live in a culture where mothers and fathers hover 

over their children in school, on athletic fields and even on 
social media sites such as Facebook.  Yet why do so many 

parents take a hands-off approach to religion and spirituality?” 
David Briggs 

 
 We just finished “Galactic Blast,” our Vacation Bible School for 2010.  Although we utilized modern tools like 
Windows Media Player, Video Projectors, laptops, and CD players, much of what we do is the same as was done 
during that first Vacation Bible School held over 100 years ago on the front porch of the Methodist parsonage in 
Hopedale, IL.  We tell Bible stories, make crafts, play games, and eat snacks. 
 Although a few children came because their parents made them, most came because they loved it.  In fact, 
more than one child thought that Vacation Bible School was continuing beyond Friday.  Five days was not enough 
for them!     
 In an age where the stereotype is that our children will only participate in high tech activities, how does a 
low tech institution like Vacation Bible School flourish?  Why do our adults and youth consider Vacation Bible 
School so important that they dedicate their time and talent to this venture? 
 I believe it is because God created us to be in relationship—with God and with each other.  We cherish 
those occasions—like Vacation Bible School—that nourish these relationships!  In a “Facebook” world more than 
ever we need the “face-to-face” faith relationships provided by Vacation Bible School.  It will ever be true that faith is 
caught more than it is taught! 
 This year’s Vacation Bible School was confirmation of a couple of trends at St. Paul.  First, we are attracting 
an increasing number of families in the 19-35 year old bracket.  The number of younger children keeps increasing 
year after year.  This is counter to the trend in most United Methodist Churches.  Second, more and more children 
(and their parents) are attending the Vacation Bible School program on Sunday during the 10:30 a.m. service.  This 
shows an increasing level of commitment by parents to the spiritual development of their children and youth.  In the 
world of limited time and competing demands, this is a very positive trend for St. Paul and these families. 
 Of the many influences on emerging adults, “One of the most powerful factors was the religious  lives 
of their parents—how often they attended religious services, how important religious faith was in thei r own 
lives, and so on,” Christian Smith and Patricia Snell of the Center for the Study of Religion and Society at the Uni-
versity of Notre Dame write in their new book, Souls in Transition: The Religious & Spiritual Lives of Emerging 
Adults.  In fact, “In the long run, who and what parents were and are  for their children when it comes to reli-
gious faith are more likely to “stick” with them, e ven into emerging adulthood, than who and what thei r 
teenage friends were.”  Smith and Snell are sociologists who did a 2007-2008 study following teens into adult-
hood. 
 What their research showed was: 

· On a personal level, religious young adults had more consistently positive outcomes than the least religious 
emerging adults in nearly every area, including relationships with parents, physical and mental health, edu-
cational achievement and avoidance of drug and alcohol abuse, and potentially problematic sexual activity. 

· Religious young adults also did better in areas measuring giving and volunteering, moral compassion, hav-
ing a purpose in life, feeling gratitude, and resistance to consumerism.

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       During Annual Conference, we were asked to r eturn to our 
churches and encourage all to join in prayer and fa sting on the 
first Thursday of every month.  The beginning for o ur first 
Thursday prayer and fasting will be July 1st.  It i s important that 
you check with your physician before attempting a total  fast (no 
food, water only). 

Fasting has been part of Methodism from its early beginnings.  John Wesley considered 
fasting as an important part of a Christian’s life and he personally fasted weekly.  According to an 
article, “What does The United Methodist Church say about fasting?”: “To Wesley, fasting was an 
important way to express sorrow for sin and penitence for overindulgence in eating and drinking.  
He believed that it benefited prayer life by allowing more time for prayer.  He also felt fasting was 
more meaningful if combined with giving to the poor.  Wesley did advise against extreme fasting 
and against fasting for those in fragile health.”   
 While we have not yet received guidelines for the day of prayer and fasting, let me affirm 
that we have never been legalistic about such practices.  You may choose to fast from meat upon 
the first Thursday; eating fish instead.  You may choose to fast for one meal and give what you 
would have spent for that meal to the poor.  You may choose to fast from television, e-mail, or the 
internet upon that Thursday.  You may choose to volunteer upon that day for a mission group like 
Operation Blessing, Community Hope Center, Midwest Distribution Center, Habitat for Humanity, 
or Riverbend Family Ministries that serves the poor.  The whole point is to make this a meaningful 
and helpful spiritual practice for you.  The whole point is for us to practice self-denial and so follow 
in the footsteps of Jesus Christ.  Pastor Daryl
